

Task 1- Marking a Waypoint
Today is a beautiful day and you decide to take a walk around the school yard.  It is very important that you know where you begin and how to navigate to where you need to go to complete certain tasks.  You will be asked to complete a variety of tasks on your walk.  Let’s Get Started!  
Step 1) Begin by turning on your GPS using the power button located on the right hand side of your receiver, the bottom button.  Make sure you are on the SATELLITE page.  Wait until your screen displays READY TO NAVIGATE.

Step 2) You are to MARK this point (known as a WAYPOINT) in your GPS receiver.  You do not want to lose your way now, do you?  In order to do this, follow the steps below:
a.) Press the PAGE button on the right hand side of your GPS, the top button that has a square with an X inside it.  Press this button until you come to the MENU page.  This page will have a few pictures on it, one of which is labeled “MARK”.  

b.) Once you found this, click on the center of your JOYSTICK that is located on the front of your GPS, above the display screen.  
c.) Highlight the number that is found on the center of the screen and press the center of the joystick to rename the point as “HOME”.  The screen will next allow you to type this word in by using your joystick to move through the letters.  

d.) Click OK once you are finished typing in “HOME”.  And then click OK on the bottom of your screen. (These are done with the joystick).

YAY! You have now learned how to mark a waypoint!!!
Step 3) Okay Recorder, hand your clipboard to the person in your group who is number 1 (this should be the Navigator). You will now travel to your given location depending on what team number you are.  Look below for your team’s number and destination listed.

Team 5- Seesaw

Team 2- Art Room Door 



Team 6- BLACK tunnel slide

Team 3- Music Room Door

Task 2- Which Direction Am I Heading? What is My Location?
Step 1) Now, walk to your specified location on the front of the packet.  As you are walking, ask the Speaker to tell you what direction you are traveling in using the compass on the GPS.  The Navigator should use the PAGE button to get to the screen with the Compass.

Step 3) You are going to write down the coordinates of your exact location in the spaces provided below.  This includes your latitude, longitude, and elevation.  The longitude and latitude can be found on the SATELLITE page.  The elevation can be found on the TRIP COMPUTER page. Great Work So Far!  Recorder, please pass your clipboard to the person who was just in the role of Navigator.  You are now on your way to TASK 3.



Task 3- Finding a Waypoint

Step 1) Ok Recorder, you will need to read to the Navigator a few directions for this task.  The Navigator will now need to use the compass to find the waypoint marked “FALL”.  
Step 2) In order to get the coordinates of this waypoint, the Navigator will use the PAGE button to navigate to the MENU page.  Once the Navigator has found this page, he or she will need to use the joystick to get to the picture labeled “FIND”.  Click on this picture and you will be led to a screen with a picture labeled “WAYPOINTS”.  Click on this picture using the joystick.

Step 3) Next you will be led to a screen that has a flag and the word “FALL”.  Choose this waypoint.

Step 4) You are just about ready to find this location.  The navigator needs to use the joystick to find the button labeled “GOTO”.  Select this button.  

Step 5) Ok, here’s the fun part. Navigator, you want to use the compass to tell you what direction you must walk to find this location.  Follow where the compass is pointing to.  It will tell you how many feet you are from the location “FALL” as you are walking. You will know when you are at the right location when it reads that you are only a few feet away.

Step 6) Once you have found this location with the right coordinates, you can stop there.  Recorder, on the line below, write the object that you have ended up at.

**Wonderful! You are almost home!  Recorder, return the clipboard to the person who had it first.  This person should have just been the Navigator.  


Task 4- What is my speed?

Ok Recorder, you and your team will now be heading “HOME”.  You will work together on this and reach home at the same time.  Tell the Navigator in your group to use the speedometer found on the page labeled “TRIP COMPUTER”.  Your last task is to walk home at a steady pace between 2.5 mph and 3.0 mph.  

It is up to the Navigator to tell the team when they are walking at the pace stated above.  The Navigator will also tell the team when they are walking too slow or too fast.  

Make sure you maintain a speed of 2.5 mph and 3.0 mph!
